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Annual Testing for Public School Students

The California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) System is
California’s standardized testing system. The CA A SPP System includes the Smarter Balanced
Summative Assessments (SBAC) and the California Science Test (CAST). The SBAC assesses
student mastery of grade level standards in English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics
for all students in grades three through 12. The CAST is administered only to students in 3rd
W orade, 5th grade and one time in high school.

" SBAC scores reports are provided using a numerical score range that coincides with four
proficiency levels. From the lowest to the highest the levels are: Standard Not Met, Standard Nearly Met,
Standard Met and Standard Exceeded.

This year, 2020-2021, due to the pandemic, the state of California is allowing schools to use alternative
assessments to measure student growth and progress. This year instead of the SBA C and CAST, COA Middle
School students will be taking the STA R/Renaissance Reading and the STAR/Renaissance Math assessments.
It is very important that all students participate during this testing and that they use their school provided
Chromebook. Parents/Guardians will be provided notice when the ST7A4R/Renaissance tests will be
administered.

Additionally, students whose primary language is a language other than English, are assessed to
determine their proficiency level of English reading, writing, listening and speaking when they first enroll in
school in the state of California. This test is the Initial English Language Proficiency Assessment for
California (Initial ELPAC). Depending on how a student scores on the [Initial ELPAC the student is
determined to be either an English Learner (EL) or an Initially Fluent English Proficient (IFEP) student. If the
student is determined to be an EL student, they are then assessed once a year in the spring with the Summative
English Language Proficiency Assessment for California (Summative ELPAC). The Summative ELPAC
provides a measure of a student’s English language acquisition and ability, and also assists schools in the
ongoing monitoring and evaluation of their programs.

There are four possible score levels for the Initial and Summative ELPA C tests: Beginning to Develop
(Level 1), Somewhat Developed (Level 2), Moderately Developed (Level 3) and Well Developed (Level 4).
When an EL student scores an overall proficiency Level 4, they can be considered for reclassification to a
Reclassified Fluent English Proficient (RFEP) student. Once a student is reclassified they are considered to
have acquired English language skills/abilities equal to those of a native English speaker.

To be reclassified at COA Middle School a student must score at a Level 4 on ELPA C, Score 40% or
higher on their STA R/Renaissance Reading test and have a C average in all language classes. Becoming a
Reclassified Fluent English Proficient (RFEP) student is a great academic accomplishment. Once a student is
reclassified they will no longer be required to take the Summative ELPA C each year.

It is important that all students participate in the standardized testing administered each year. The
assessments help measure a student’s growth and progress toward meeting grade level standards, and the
assessments provide valuable feedback and monitoring so the school can ensure they are providing an
excellent academic program. Additionally, the CAASPP System (SBAC & CAST) and the ELPAC are a
requirement for all public schools. Schools must ensure a 95% participation rate (95% of students must be
tested) or face penalties.

For all of the reasons above, we at COA Middle School thank our students for their hard work and
efforts to do their very best. We would also like to thank our parents for the support they are giving us in
bringing students to school to participate in testing. We couldn’t do this without you!
