March 13th will mark exactly one year since we got the notification that we would
have to shift to Distance Learning as a school. That date is one that I will remember for the
rest of my life. Not only because it was a date that shifted things so profoundly as a Principal,
but also as a parent. March 13th was not just the last day that we had students on campus but
it was also a call to action. A call that has presented enormous and unprecedented challenges
for us all personally and as a school. Through the many challenges that the COVID-19
pandemic has presented, we have seen so many examples of people not rising to the
challenge. From National to local leadership there is no shortage of examples of “uninspiring”
leadership. But I am incredibly proud of the response that the Community Outreach Academy
team has had since that first decision to shut down schools “for 2 weeks”.

We consider March 13 to be when we were called to action to fundamentally change how education has
been administered to something entirely new and different. Together as a school community, we rose to that
call without hesitation. Unlike nearly all other schools in the area, including my own children’s, we did not
take 6-8 weeks to begin instruction. We stopped in-person instruction on March 13th, we began distance
learning on March 16th. Without hesitation, our teachers switched to an entirely different way of not only
teaching but how we interact without students and as a school.

This spirit of innovation and indomitable passion has persisted from that first day throughout the
unprecedented challenge brought by the past year. When two weeks of distance learning became the rest of the
school year, we adapted and overcame with patience, brilliance, and innovation. Over Summer School we
offered a virtual Summer Steam Camp for our students, they had the chance to learn robotics, leadership, and
academic skills in a fun and virtual environment. Throughout this whole time, our team met weekly to
continuously meet the many needs of our students and community.

While we had hoped that distance learning would be a memory of the 2019-20 school year. As summer
progressed it became clear that we would be doing this for much longer than anyone could imagine. From the
first day of the 2020-21 school year, our team has continued to demonstrate excellence and adaptability.
Beyond just doing Distance Learning, we also expanded our school by over 50% with the introduction of 6th
grade. Again our school commitment to excellence and innovation shined through with new ways of
connecting with students and families, through school events, continuous communication, and always seeking
solutions, our small school has achieved more than many large districts in the area.

Now we take that same commitment into the new call to action of re-opening our school. As we have
done since the start of the COVID crisis we are putting our students first, designing an academic program that
pushes our whole school to new levels of excellence. While I do not know how long we will be living in this
new paradigm of educating during a pandemic. I have 100% confidence that we will rise to the call and meet
every upcoming challenge with the same spirit of excellence that is demonstrated each day at COA Middle. A
school that is committed to making incredible academic achievement just the beginning.
